Wyle is expected to fill an atmospheric/oceanic research scientist position. The tasks of the position include a study of the predictability of climate extremes on the seasonal to interannual time scale. Such forecasts could be made with NCEP’s Climate Forecast System (CFS) or some other national model or combinations of models in an ensemble effort. Thorough analysis of hindcasts by such models will be a major component of the job. The position requires the candidate to apply his/her scientific programming background in the analysis of atmospheric, oceanic and land data for scientific studies. 

The position requires a Ph.D. in atmospheric science or related discipline and a background or interest in atmospheric diagnostics and forecast verification, with strong computer skills. Past experience with the global forecasts at the National Centers for Environmental Prediction (NCEP) is a recommendation. Applicant must be able to work independently and with a multi-disciplinary research team, with excellent written and oral communication skills. Fortran, UNIX/Linux shell scripts and graphic skill is mandatory. The applicant is expected to report his/her work findings in journal articles and is expected to collaborate with other scientists in NOAA and the external community.
